GOD’S FREE GIFTS FOR YOU!We are members of the Oak Ridge church of Christ. We call ourselves Christians (Acts 11:26) and we hold to the Bible as our one and only Truth. Church of Christ is a biblical description of Christians who work together for the cause of Christ (Ro. 16:16). We are independent assemblies with no organization beyond our own number as described in Phil. 1:1. There are Christians across the world working with local congregations of God’s people such as described in Rev. 2-3. Christians are members of Christ’s body, which is also known as His Church (Acts 2:47, Eph. 5:23). Our mission is to stand for God’s truth (the gospel) and teach it to all people (Matt. 28:18-20, Romans 1:16, 1 Tim. 3:15). We are accountable to our one and only Head Jesus Christ (Eph. 1:22-23, Col. 1:18).

In the Old Testament God had promised for the Israelites to be given many gifts that they did not earn or deserve. Large and beautiful cities that they had not built, houses full of things that they did not fill, wells they had not dug, and vineyards and olive trees they had not planted (Deuteronomy 6:10-25). Why was the Free Gift needed?
· We all are ungodly and in sin (Romans 3:23, 5:6) 
· God is merciful and loves us (Romans 5:5, 8)
· By faith we can now be justified, saved, reconciled (Romans 5:1, 9, 10-11, 18)
· God is just – there must be atonement for sin (Ephesians 5:2, Hebrews 9:27-28)

Even though the Gift is Free:
· We have to get it (Romans 5:2)
· We have to be thankful (2 Corinthians 2:14, 9:15)
· We have to maintain it (1 Timothy 1:19, Titus 3:8, 1 John 1:8-10)
· We have to share it (Acts 8:4)

The Free Gift has conditions:
· Hear & Understand (Acts 8:30-35)
· Believe & Confess (Acts 8:36-37)
· Repent (Acts 17:30)
· Be baptized (Acts 8:38, 22:16)
· Diligently serve and grow in the Lord (1 Corinthians 15:58, 2 Peter 3:17-18)
