During our recent gospel meeting and in our teenage class on Revelation, the thought of hope has been a focus. When you watch the news, talk to neighbors, interact with colleagues, and simply observe what is going on in our community, our nation, and the world; it is obvious that people need the hope of the gospel, the hope for a better place. We all understand the concept of hope. If you eat less the hope is you will lose weight. If you practice baseball or softball the hope is you will get better. If you get training in a field, the hope is you will then get a job. If you pick your fantasy team carefully the hope is you will win the championship. It is wonderful to see newlyweds full of hope for the future in their eyes!

There can also be false hope, like hoping lost hair will grow back; dreaming about being 6 foot 10 inches and playing in the NBA; these are false hopes.

We have brethren in Cuba who suffer on a daily basis because they have decided that the Hope of Heaven and eternal life is worth anything they suffer as a disciple of Jesus. However, becoming a disciple of Jesus does not guarantee an easier life. But it is a life that leads to eternal life in Heaven (Matthew 7:13-14).
