Tonight we want to talk about “ABRAHAM’S FAITH - Abraham’s Son of Promise and His Faith Confirmed”. Abraham is often referred to as the father of the faithful, because of his faithfulness toward God. Tonight we want to spend some time on one event in Abraham’s life.  
We want to ready some passages from the book of Genesis to start.

· Genesis 17:21

· Genesis 18:9-15

· Genesis 21:1-7

· Genesis 22:1-19

Some questions we can ask of ourselves today that relate to what Abraham did and was willing to do.

1. Are we willing to obey God when He asks us to do something that does not make sense in our minds (2 Kings 5:10-15)? 

2. Are we truthful when our children ask us hard or challenging questions? In Deuteronomy the Israelites were given instructions to always be teaching their children the commandments of the Lord (Deuteronomy 6:6-9). James tells us today to let our yes be yes (James 5:12). We need to tell our children what they need to know and always be truthful with them.

3. Do we have faith God can take care of us when things look bleak (Heb. 11:17-19, 1 Cor. 10:13)?

4. Do we always trust that the Lord will provide, no matter what (Romans 8:32, Ephesians 3:20, Psalm 34:10, 1 John 3:2, Hebrews 11:6)?

5. Are we willing to obey God without delay (Acts 5:17-21, 16:33)? 

Lots and lots of lessons from Abraham!  If you are not a Christian, why not learn from Abraham’s example of faith in Almighty God? He demonstrated his faith in being willing to offer up Isaac because God asked him to. Trust and Obey God today! He will deliver you from your enemies and provide a special eternal home (Hebrews 11:10).

Studying this material about Abraham can really help us appreciate what is written in Galatians 3:26-29. 
Why not become a son of God tonight through faith in Christ Jesus? Put on Christ in baptism. Then you can be of Abraham’s seed and an heir according to God’s promise. Saved from your sins and on your way to eternal life in Heaven!
