Genesis 1:26-27
John 1:1-5, 14

Hebrews 1:1-4
Philippians 2:3-11
Revelation 1:5-6

Luke 23:32-47 – Jesus was put to death as a criminal. The Creator died as a common criminal, yet had compassion for those who crucified Him. He also had compassion for one hanging beside him when he repented.

Acts 2:36-41 – Not only did The Creator die for us all, but His creation put Him to death. And when Jesus died on the cross, He was even dying to pay the price for their sins. Amazing and Divine Love! 

Hebrews 7:24-28, 9:24-28, 10:10 – He died once for all, including for all the sins of everyone sitting here this morning. Your sins, my sins, and all mankind’s sin put our Lord on the cross. Without His sacrifice, no one could be forgiven of their sins.

These are all powerful things to remember when we of the Oak Ridge church of Christ, Christians, commemorate the Lord’s death each and every Lord’s Day.
